SCA (Speed Catalog Access or just Speedcat) is a program for speeding up cata-
log accesses.

SCA replaces the sequential access to a pubset’s catalog with direct access to the
catalog block concerned. This is made possible by a list of all file names in the
catalog that is set up for each public volume set by SCA at startup or import and
gueried or updated at each catalog access.

This Release Notice is a summary of the major extensions, dependencies and operat-
ing information with respect to SCA V19.0A under the BS2000 operating system.

The release level is that of December 2014.

Resource requirements

The static disk space required to install this product does not exceed 120 PAM-
Pages.

The dynamic memory requirements are as follows per pubset for which SCA is ac-
tive

- 1 KB per 128 PAM pages TSOSCAT plus

- 1 KB per 128 catalog entries

If SCA was started without task change, it is class-4 memory of the system; other-
wise class-5 memory of the Speedcat task.

For a pubset whose TSOSCAT (with format NORMAL) has the maximum size of
16,384 PAM pages and which is full up to the last entry, an (unrealistic) theoretical
maximum requirement of 960 KB is the result.

Software configuration

SCA V19.0A requires BS2000 OSD/BC V10.0A.

If <product> <version> is used together with <productl> <versionl>, at least revi-
sion level <revision-level> must be used.

The <compiler> customer programs must be compiled with <compiler> as of <ver-
sion> [and then linked].

To use <product> <version>, it is mandatory to use the correction <pm-number> in
<productl> <versionl>.

Product installation

Installation of the product SCA with the IMON installation monitor is mandatory.
You must follow the information concerning installation in the delivery cover letter.

The necessary inputs and the sequence of the installation are described in the
IMON documentation.
