AVAS helps to achieve clear structuring, high transparency and flexibility and increase 
productivity of job processing in the computer center. 
 
AVAS-SV-BS2 V8.5A is an add-on product to AVAS V8.5A that receives and executes 
the AVAS system jobs of another BS2000 (*) server on a remote BS2000 server. AVAS-
SV-BS2 monitors the job process, reports its completion to AVAS then signals and trans-
fers the relevant job logs to AVAS. 
 
AVAS-SV is no longer supported from 09.2017 onwards.  
 
 
 
This Release Notice is a summary of the major extensions, requirements and operating  
information with regard to AVAS V8.5A and AVAS-SV-BS2 V8.5A which run under 
BS2000 systems.

2.1 Software product AVAS 
 
The extensions and enhancements compared to the previous AVAS version 8.0A are 
described below. 
 
2.1.1 New function: Calendar editing 

 
The entries of SPECIAL NWRK OR FREE DATES in the AVC001 mask of the CREATE-
/MODIFY-CALENDAR command can be specified periodically for all the years of the 
calendar with WILDCARD syntax. 
 
The NWRK type has been extended to include WKND (weekend) and HLDY (holiday). 
 
The AVC001 mask can now also be called from MODIFY-CALENDAR; all the entries 
can be modified. 
 
The PRINT function is provided for SHOW-CALENDAR. 
 
2.1.2 Support of IPv6 for coupling with server computers 
 
AVAS also supports the specification of IPv6 addresses for coupling with server comput-
ers. 
 
2.1.3 ISAM log of the journal file 
 
All journal entries can also be logged in an ISAM file, thus making the data for any start-
ing evaluation programs, especially via database interfaces, available. 
 
2.1.4 Colored presentation of hypernetworks 
 
Depending on the setting during generation, hypernetworks can be presented in color for 
active networks in the overview lists of commands. 
This affects the following commands:

3.3.2 AVSSURF 
 
Under BS2000, the program is installed by SOLIS, together with AVAS, the program 
launch is effected with AVS.SURF in the LMS library SYSPRC.AVAS.085. The required 
configuration settings can also be performed by AVS.SURF. 
 

3.4 Product use 
 
3.4.1 AVAS example 
 
Library SYSDAT.AVAS.085 contains an example to simplify getting started with AVAS. 
 
3.4.2 DPAGE utility routine for version changes 
 
The AVS.UPDATE.VERSION routine from library SYSPRC.AVAS.085 lets you change 
the name of the AVAS-SYSTEM-ID identifying the AVAS configuration, and the RUN-
CONTROL-SYSTEM names identifying the run controls.

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A description in the form of a guided dialog appears while the routine is executing. 
 
3.4.3 Jobs for BS2000 servers 
 
When migrating from AVAS V6.0A: 
Jobs for BS2000 servers may be planned and released only when all nets released in 
AVAS V6.0 have been completed. Otherwise jobs for the local BS2000 will unintentional-
ly be sent to the BS2000 server. 
 
3.4.4 Notes on AVAS-QUER 

 
Please observe the following: 
 
- The program is either called with the AVS.QUER procedure from within 

SYSPRC.AVAS.085 or as program AVAS.SYS.LOAD.QUER from within 
SYSPRG.AVAS.085.SYSTEM. 

 
The following requirements must be satisfied when the program is started: 
 
- For creating SQL statements (INSERT-FORMAT): 

The program requires an output file (SAM file) that is assigned with the link name 
$AVSQUER. Any existing output file will be overwritten. 

 
- For creating the LOAD format: 

The program requires an assigned output file (SAM file) for each table to be created . 
Any existing output file will be overwritten. The following link names must be used for 
the output files:

- An SDF syntax file that contains the statements for AVAS-QUER must be active. The 

supplied system syntax file SYSSDF.AVAS.085 must be merged into the current 
system syntax file with the SDF-I utility (see also the SDF Administrator Manual). 

- In the system parameters of the AVAS system that is being used, the user must have 
the COPY-ELEMENT right for objects he or she may access. 

- The AVAS access processes (ZDD, ZDL) must have been started. 
- The file SYSLNK.AVAS.085 must be assigned with the link name SYSLNK. 
- The message file SYSMES.AVAS.085 must be assigned. 
- The database on the target system must have been created. 
 
3.4.5 Notes on AVAS 

 
You are recommended to set up the ADDRESS-SPACE-LIMIT for the BS2000 ID, under 
which AVAS is to run, with at least 256 MB.  
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3.5 Obsolete functions (and those to be discontinued) 
 
 
AVAS-SV is no longer supported from 09.2017 onwards.  
 

FHS-DOORS V3.1 was delivered until October 2008 as an integral part of DESK2000 as 
of V4.0 as a (free-of-charge) component of the BS2000/OSD operating systems as of 
BS2000/OSD-BC V2.0 and OSD-SVP V2.0. 

Desk2000 has no longer been a part of the scope of delivery of BS2000/OSD-BC since 
November 2008. Thus, the tools of the Desk2000 CD are no longer available for any 
new deployment. 

AVAS-DOORS is therefore also no longer available for new deployment and is no 
longer described in the manual. 
Existing customers, who previously received the Desk2000 CD, can of course continue 
to use the tools. However, the tools are no longer actively maintained. For example, 
Windows-XP is the last Microsoft platform, for which the Desk2000 CD was qualified. No 
further qualification has taken place as of Windows Vista. 

 
To use the graphical interface AVAS-DOORS on the PC Windows XP and FHS-DOORS 
V3.1 is required.  
 

FHS-DOORS V3.1 was delivered as an integral part of DESK2000 as of V4.0 as a com-
ponent of the BS2000/OSD operating systems as of BS2000/OSD-BC V2.0 to 
BS2000/OSD-BC V7.0. 

AVAS-DOORS is therefore no longer available for new deployment and is no long-
er described in the manual. 
Existing customers, who have FHS-DOORS in use, can continue to use the AVAS-
DOORS resource files. However, the tools are no longer actively maintained and were 
last qualified for Windows XP. 
 
 
 

3.6 Incompatibilities 
 
The exits to AVAS are to be recompiled (extension of journal records). 
  
The structure description of the HISTORY-H4 records is refined in the AVASJRN macro 
without the distances of the previous entries moving as a result. 
Programs that use this macro to edit IP addresses from the monitoring job variables of 
server jobs, must where necessary be adjusted and re-compiled. 
 
The structure of the entries for host name and server name in the monitoring job varia-
bles of server jobs have been extended for the use of IPv6. 
This also indirectly affects the content of the corresponding field in the journal file 
(S52JVTXT : TEXT FROM MONJV) and the corresponding entries in the H4 record of 
the HISTORY file.

3.8.1 Procedure in the event of AVAS errors (BS2000) 
 
If AVAS errors occur, the following documents will be needed: 
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- System parameter file (SYSPAR) 
- Runtime file (ABLDAT) 
- Log file (JRNDAT) 
- User dump 
- System dump 
 
If problems occur with processes, the following will also be needed: 
- Process log (SYSOUT/SYSLST) 

(see also the Administrator Manual 'Outputting diagnostic  
documentation via SYSLST')  

- Contents of the job variable monitoring the process 
 
 
If problems occur with nets, the following will also be needed: 
 
- The relevant elements from NETLIB and/or NPRLIB 
 
Note: 
 
To ensure correct diagnosis, do not suppress any log records when creating the diag-
nostic documentation. 
 
3.8.2 Procedure in the event of AVAS-QUER errors 
 
If errors occur with AVAS-QUER, provide the following documents, if possible: 
 
- System parameter file (SYSPAR) 
- Created output file 
- User dump 
- System dump 
- The relevant elements from NETLIB and/or CALLIB 
 
3.8.3 Procedure in the event of AVAS-SV-BS2 errors 
 
If errors occur, try to provide the following documents: 
 
-  Log of AVSSINCM’s messages 
-  Log of AVSRECV’s messages 
-  An exact description of the steps you performed 
-  Trace documents of the error situation 
 
Traces in AVAS-SV-BS2 
 
Various trace levels (from 0 to 11) can be set for all programs. The following values are 
useful: 
0: No trace 
4: The trace contains the most important subroutine calls incl.  

parameters 
8: The trace contains (almost) all subroutine calls incl.  

parameters 
10: The trace contains also the network traffic 
11: The trace contains also the memory assignment 
 
From level 8 the data may be very extensive; we advise not to perform long-term traces. 
 
From level 10 the trace may include security-relevant data - e.g. as contents of scripts or 
log files. 
 
The traces can be controlled as follows: 
 
AVSSINCM

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When starting the program AVSSINCM, you may specify the start parameter AVAS-
TRACE. 
 
 AVAS-TRACE = n 
 
With n=[0..1]. 
The trace is written to SYSOUT. 
 
AVSRECV, AVSSERV, AVSSURF, AVSSVDOG 
 
 
- Create a file named 'AVS.LEV' under the execution ID of the program in question. 
- Enter the first line of the trace levels in the file. 
- The trace is entered in file ‚#AVSRECV.LOG’, #AVSSURF.LOG’ or 

#AVSSVDOG.LOG’ 
 
The trace level can be changed during operation. 
The change becomes effective as follows: 
- AVSRECV: At the next received task 
- AVSSURF: At the next received http request 
- AVSSVDOG: At the next server cycle

section 3.2.1. 
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
