Technical information

Resource requirements

Approximately 62 KB of static class 4 memory and an additional 200 bytes of dy-
namic class 3 memory is required per task.
The static disk storage space required is 1.5 MB.

Software configuration

PCS V3.1A will only run OSD/BC V10.0.

Product installation

Installation of the product PCS with the IMON installation monitor is mandatory.
You must follow the information concerning installation in the delivery cover letter
and in the product documentation as well as the information in this Release No-
tice.

The necessary inputs and the sequence of the installation are described in the
IMON documentation.

After successful installation of the product with IMON you have to carry out the fol-
lowing actions:

o A complete two-way adjustment must be made to the task category which
is in the activated OPTION and is known in the system, as long as it is not
a secondary category (target category after a duration runout), i.e. these
categories are to be recorded in the OPTION and made known to the job
management via the JMU.

e Set up the BATCHF category if necessary
The BATCHF category is defined in each of the supplied standard
OPTIONs STD#DIA, STD#TP and STD#BAT.

Product use

The standard options can be set up as required using the CREATE-PCS-OPTION
command.

The parameters for the SYS category are meaningless since the SYS category is
always assigned the service it requires.

/START-SUBSYSTEM SUBSYSTEM-NAME=PCS,
S-P=C'OPTION-NAME=name,FILE-NAME=name'

Default value for OPTION-NAME=STDOPT
Default value for FILE-NAME=SYSSSI.PCS.031

(2) Or:
Use the PCSDEFINE utility to copy the selected
OPTION to STDOPT with the COPY-OPTION statement
and then:
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ISTART-SUBSYSTEM PCS,SY=Y

This saves having to specify the option when starting.
